Surface Preparation

Concrete should be finished by steel trowel.
Surface preparation is to be completed

by diamond grinding to a minimum CSP2
(using maximum 80 grit diamonds) prior
to any coating application. For proper
methods, refer to ICRI’s Technical Guideline
No. 03732. All cementitious laitance must
be removed to expose a sound substrate
and provide a dry, dust free, open textured
surface. All hard to reach areas and areas
around the perimeter must be prepared
using hand held preparation equipment.

Any damaged areas must be repaired with
Flowtex F1 mortar. Consult Flowcrete prior to
using an alternative repair mortar.
